Welcome

Summer term is here, it will be a very busy and exciting term getting all the flying fish ready for their schools. If you have any concerns please speak to your child’s key person.  
Tempest photos will be in on Monday 22nd May 2017 9am to take a group picture of all the flying fish(those going to school in September), if your child is not in on that day you can bring them in for the photo but they must be accompanied by an adult. 
Flying fish parents a date for your diary - the Graduation evening will be on Thursday 20th July. This is a special evening to celebrate the transition of the Flying Fish to ‘big’ school, which parents and the Flying Fish children attend.  There will be further details closer to the time.
Planning and Activities 
The first part of the summer term we will be looking at growing, Hungry Caterpillar and mini beasts, Jobs, Getting ready for school, health and fitness, the beach.   We welcome any support from parents/grandparents to come and help with any activities so if you feel you can spend some time please speak to a member of staff.

Also please remember to put in spare clothes as the children love water play! 
Parent Partnership

It is an important part of pre-school that we share these journals with you and work together to support your child’s learning.  Please remember these are a working document that your child’s key person updates during pre-school.

Thank you to the parents that came and helped put them together; we will be looking to plant flowers and vegetables so any donations would be greatly appreciated. 

Parents Evening
There will be a parents evening on Thursday 13th July this is a chance to speak to your child’s key person on your child’s progress at pre-school.  For the flying fish parents you will be able to go through your child’s transition report that will be sent to their reception teacher.  Appointment times will be available nearer the time. 

September Attendance 

Can all forms for September attendance please be returned to Pre School by Friday 12th May.

30 Hours Funding
In September 2017 the Government are extending an extra 15 hours free child care for children aged 3-4 years for working parents (everyone will still receive 15 hours free childcare that is currently available).  Parents can check whether they are eligible for a range of government childcare offers, including 30 hours, via Childcare Choices at: https://www.childcarechoices.gov.uk or the Childcare Calculator at: https://www.gov.uk/childcare-calculator.  Those who could be eligible for 30 hours and/or Tax Free Childcare will be directed to the digital childcare service to apply.   If you are eligible for 30 hours, you will be given an 11 digit ‘eligibility code’ for your child, you will need to bring this code to Pre School along with your National Insurance Number and your child’s birth certificate/passport (this must be brought into Pre School the term before you wish to claim for).  Please note that you can only start claiming 30 hours the term following your child’s third birthday or the term following the date the eligibility code was issued (whichever is the later).  If you have any questions regarding this please see Clare.
